SIMON’S TOWN SAILING

Simon’s Town is well loved for its quaint harbour, framed by the 

Cape’s typical rugged peaks, its rich history and the famous colony 

of African penguins that live on the shores. Disc over this Cape 

destination during a full-day charter. 

Berthing is not available, but Princess Eve can be anchored, 

allowing you to enjoy the restaurants, museums and shops on 

shore. Boulders Beach is a short ride from the town’s jetty, 

where you can spot the penguins. Tours to Cape Point Nature 

Reserve can be arranged on request. In season, you may even be 

fortunate enough to spot whales in False Bay.

BOOKING & PAYMENT
INFORMATION

What are the booking terms?

• Bookings are made on a request basis only and are subject to availability.

• Bookings will be quoted according to length of charter and proposed (hours, days and distance) itinerary.

• Quotes are valid for a period of 14 days. Those issued further in advance are indicative only and are subject

to revision.

• Quotes are subject to industry and market related increases including fuel �uctuations.

• Provisional bookings will only be held for 72 hours and if not con�rmed within that time frame will be

automatically released.

• Full names of guests travelling are to be provided when booking.

What are the payment terms?

• A 70% deposit (inclusive of fuel deposit) is required within 48 hours of making a booking to secure the reservation.

The balance is due within seven days prior to boarding.

• Payment in full is required if the booking is made within seven days of the charter date.

• Actual amounts will be billed upfront, including the estimated fuel costs for the selected package.

• Newmark reserves the right to release bookings for Princess Eve should payment not be received by the

requested date.

• A 10% surcharge applies to rates (venue hire) on public holidays and during the festive season period.
